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FORMER "WILD HORSE” SOLD

The long-vacant building at the
corner of 20th Avenue NW and
NW 195th Street has been sold to
a “local, community-minded buyer”
according to the City of Shoreline’s

Economic Development Manager.

Details about the plans for the site or
structure were not available at press
time.

The building dates to the 1940s and
was most recently a sprawling tavern,
pool hall, burger joint and ice cream
counter. Parts of it have seen service

as a soda fountain, post office, variety
store and barber shop.

Over the last decade, several at-
tempts to remake the property into
office or multi-purpose space fell

through.

RESCUED KAYAKER

On Sunday, April 15, a Kayaker in
his 50s found himself in trouble while
approximately 100 feet from the shore
near Saltwater Park.

After sending out a flare, Richmond
Beach resident Bryce Hansen saw it
while working outside at his house
and reacted quickly to help.

Hansen knew the man wouldn’t last
long in temperatures of approximately
45 degrees in regular clothes. He put
on his wetsuit, borrowed a neighbor’s
paddle board and headed in to rescue
him. Hansen stated the kayaker was
definitely showing signs of hypother-
mia when he paddled up to him. He

was barely conscious, but able to tell
him his name and answer basic ques-
tions.

After pulling the gentleman near
the shore, Shoreline Fire and Po-
lice were able to grab him and start
treating him for hypothermia. With
a body temperature of less than 90
degrees, he was stripped of his wet
clothes, warmed with dry clothes and
blankets and transported by the med-
ics to Harborview Medical Center.

A litdle history on our neighbor-
hood hero — he was a volunteer fire-
fighter for 9+ years in his past life.
Thanks again to Bryce Hansen for his
quick thinking and response, saving
this Kayaker’s life!
